Abram’s Faith (Genesis 15:1-6)

God’s Covenant

“When God made covenant with his people, he did something no human being would have even considered
doing. In the usual blood covenant, each party was responsible for keeping only his side of the promise.
When God made covenant with Abraham, however, he promised to keep both sides of the agreement. ‘If
this covenant is broken, Abraham, for whatever reason—for My unfaithfulness or yours—I will pay the
price,” said God. ‘If you or your descendants, for whom you are making this covenant, fail to keep it, I will
pay the price in blood.” And in that moment, Almighty God pronounced the death sentence on his Son
Jesus.” (Ray Vander Laan)
